Farmers’ markets help people plug into the 
local community by creating a personal 
relationship between the food’s producer 
and consumer. The best way to learn how 
your food is grown and handled is to talk to 
the person who grew it. This farmer-
customer connection can help you make 
better food choices. When food from around 
the country or around the world is 
transported to your local supermarket, it 
loses both nutrients and fresh taste after 
spending long hours in the back of trucks 
and planes. Finally, shopping at farmers’ 
markets helps support your local economy.
